April 22, 1891 - November 30, 1979

In honor of Laura Gilpin's birthday we would like to share with you a video about her
life.
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In 1917 Gilpin, as a young woman, studied photography at the Clarence White School
of Photography, bringing a pictorialist vision back to her beloved southwest. She is
one of very few photographers whose work spans photographic approaches from
pictorialism through straight and documentary photography.

Whether printed on platinum or silver paper, her pictures are characteristically infused
with a soft, luminous light and composed with classic elegance. Gilpin was a woman of
Western toughness and Eastern gentility who could hire a plane or camp overnight to
get the picture she wanted. For more than a half a century, she practiced her profession
with consummate craftsmanship and a great love for the world around her.
